these folks framed in stained glass. You won’t read their 
names in today’s headlines. And you won’t hear about 
them on CNN, or even Fox. They are indeed in obscurity—
as far as this world is concerned. 

They are no-name people serving in a no-place village 
in a nowhere country—in obscurity. 

But they are known in heaven’s halls and will be cele-
brated heroes around the Throne. In fact, they stand 
shoulder to shoulder with the ones you read about in the 
eleventh chapter of Hebrews—what we often refer to as 
“Faith’s Hall of Fame.” 

But the lives of obscure people can have amazing 
influences. Would we have ever heard of a king named 
Agrippa if he had not tried an obscure missionary named 
Paul? Would we have heard of an emperor named Nero 
except that he had slain an obscure preacher named Pe-

ter. And would we have ever heard of a governor named Pilate had he 
not passed judgment on Jesus? 

Even though the “obscure” people we partner with serve in poverty 
and peril, unknown and unsung in this life, they are building the King-
dom of God. Thousands of people are hearing the Gospel who would not 
otherwise hear. People are being baptized and gathered into the Body. 
WE get to participate in their ministries.
